SUMMER HEAT ADVISORY 

 

This time of year, hot sticky days with 

temperatures in the 90's can make for 

uncomfortable and in some cases, dan-

gerous conditions. 
 

The very young and elderly bare the 

brunt of extreme heat so keeping cool is 

essential. The following suggestions 
will help you ensure a cooler, safer en-

vironment for high heat days. 

¶ Keep blinds, shades and curtains tightly drawn on the 

sunny side of the house to reduce a thermal build-up inside 

the house and put less strain on your air conditioner. 

¶ Wear loose, light clothing to allow the body to breathe. 

Wear a sun hat or baseball cap for face coverage. Do not 
forget to apply sun block. 

¶ Drink plenty of cool liquids and keep a bottle of cold water 

in the refrigerator. Alcohol in any form raises the body's 

temperature and is not recommended as a cooling method. 

¶ Limit activities outdoors on hot days. Ozone levels may be 

higher on hot days and strain your ability to breathe. Those 

suffering with asthma or emphysema should greatly reduce 
physical activities. Listen for ozone reports in your area. 

¶ If you know of an elderly neighbor, check on them. 
 

REMINDER FOR PET OWNERS:  We all love our pets and 

want them to be safe and happy. If you leave your dog out-
side in a fenced in area or on a leash, don't forget to provide a 

bowl of water.
